Warnings to Installers

. Proper installation of this product requires the installer to have a good understanding of automotive electronics, systems and procedures.

. Whelen Engineering requires the use of waterproof butt splices and/or connectors if that connector could be exposed to moisture.

. Any holes, either created or utilized by this product, should be made both air- and watertight using a sealant recommended by your vehicle
manufacturer.

. Failure to use specified installation parts and/or hardware will void the product warranty.

. If mounting this product requires drilling holes, the installer MUST be sure that no vehicle components or other vital parts could be damaged

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Installation:

1 Using the measurements in the mounting diagram, mark off the 4 mounting holes and center cut-out.

2. Dirill the 4 mounting holes and cut-out center area using the measurements shown here.

3. Attach the lighthead securely to the vehicle using the 4 Phillips head sheet metal screws and flange grommet supplied.
4. Extend the wires to their connections.
